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Christ Alone
1. Believe that Jesus is the only way

a. For Jewish people (Acts 4:1-11; Philippians 3:2-11)

b. For non-Jewish people (gentiles) (Acts 10; 17:30-31; 19:18-20)

c. For you (1 Tim 2:5; Hebrews 7:26-27; 9:11-15; Acts 4:12)

2. Don’t charge God with injustice

a. Remember the reality of sin (Romans 1:18-23; 3:10-11)

b. Remember the graciousness of God (2 Cor 5:21; Ephesians 1; Romans 5:6-8; 10:14-15)

Questions for Reflection, Application, Family Discussion and Further Study:

1. Why is it necessary to rediscover the necessity of Jesus for salvation?

2. What do people tend to add to Jesus’ work as being necessary for salvation?

3. What Scriptures would you use to refute the idea that people can be saved apart from Jesus?

4. How would you respond to the person who asks, “What about the person in the jungles of Africa who hasn’t heard of Jesus?”
